Sub: Promotion of Ayushman Bharat Pradhan Mantri Jan Arogya Yojana (AB PM-JAY)
as a part of ‘Ayushman Bhav’ Campaign of Govt. of India

Govt. of India has launched the ‘Ayushman Bhav’ campaign with an aim to provide
saturation coverage of healthcare services, reaching every village and town in the
Country. As a part of this campaign, it has been decided to ensure identification &
facilitation of all AB-PMJAY beneficiaries visiting the OPDs of AIIMS New Delhi or
getting admitted to the inpatient wards herein and to actively promote all the
components of the ‘Ayushman Bhav’ campaign. Accordingly, it is desired that:

- Ayushman Mitras shall be'posted at the patient admission counters to capture
the relevant details of all patients being admitted in general wards / day care
so as to proactively confirm their AB-PMJAY coverage status. To avoid any delay
in the registration process, the Ayushman Mitras shall subsequently visit the
admitted patients in their respective wards to inform them of their AB-PMJAY
beneficiary status if they were unaware of the same and assist them in taking
the benefit of the the AB-PMJAY scheme as well.

- Monthly training & sensitization sessions shall be organized for all faculty &
residents to increase the awareness of AB-PMJAY, ABHA ID, etc. amongst them.

- Use of ABHA ID as the single unique identifier shall be promoted and ABHA ID’s
shall be proactively generated for all patients visiting AIIMS New Delhi.

- Ashort educational video regarding the AB-PMJAY including its process flow at
AlIMS New Delhi shall be played in all outpatient and inpatient areas.

- Educational posters displaying the benefits of Ayushman Bharat Scheme shall
be displayed across AIIMS so as to ensure all patients visiting AIIMS are aware
of the same and the linked process at AIIMS New Delhi

- Main Hospital Blood Bank, CN Center Blood Bank, JPNATC Trauma Center Blood
Bank & NCI Jhajjar Blood Bank shall conduct monthly inhouse / outreach blood
donation camps and shall actively promote voluntary blood donation.

- Awareness activities for Organ Donation shall be conducted in an augmented
manner in all clinical care areas, waiting rooms, etc. at AIIMS New Delhi so as
to have more number of persons pledging for organ donation.
