OFFICE MEMORANDUM

Sub: Development of inward & outward referral module in eHospital reg.

AlIMS New Delhi has been directed by the Hon’ble High Court of Delhi to help in
the management of the hospitals of Govt. of NCT of Delhi. As a part of the said
exercise, AIIMS New Delhi proposed to establish a strong inter-hospital referral

between various public health facilities.

To facilitate such referrals, it is essential to develop an appropriate inward &
outward referral module in the Hospital Management Information Systems
(HMIS) of the concerned hospitals. While the Govt. of NCT of Delhi shall be
upgrading the HMIS of their hospitals, it is essential for AlIMS New Delhi to be

prepared for the same at its end.

Accordingly, it is desired that an inward & outward referral module be
developed in the eHospital HMIS of AlIIMS New Delhi by 315t December 2024.
This module should be able to accept / send transfer requests independently as
well as linked to the patient’s ABHA ID. This module should also allow portability
of medical records as per the consent-based portability framework prescribed
under the Ayushman Bharat Digital Mission (ABDM). The module should also be
linked to the real time bed availability dashboard to automate transfer in
requests based on the bed availability status subject to acceptance of the said
request by the concerned clinical team.
