OFFICE MEMORANDUM

Subject: Intramural Transportation of Biomedical Waste at AIIMS, New Delhi reg.

It has been observed that the intramural transportation of biomedical waste at AIIMS, New
Delhi, is currently being managed by an outsourced agency. Under the Biomedical Waste
Management Rules, 2016, the designated operator of a Common Biomedical Waste Treatment
Facility (CBWTF) is responsible for transporting biomedical waste from the occupier’s premises
to an off-site treatment facility for proper treatment and final disposal. However, the rules do not
require a specialised agency for handling and transportation of such waste within the premises.

Upon reviewing practices at other major healthcare facilities, it is noted that other hospitals
have internal systems in place for managing the transportation of biomedical waste from
generation points to a common collection site for pick-up by the CBWTF operator. However, at
AIIMS, an outsourced agency has been engaged to handle this task incurring a substantial
expenditure on this service.

Inlight of these considerations, a review meeting was held to assess the current arrangement
and decide on the most efficient and financially prudent approach for managing intramural
biomedical waste transportation. After thorough discussion, the following decisions were made:

1. AIIMS will now assume responsibility for the in-house management of biomedical waste
handling and transportation within its premises, aiming to enhance financial prudence
and to ensure good infection control practices.

2. Therespective user areas within AIIMS will designate and deploy necessary manpower
for this purpose to ensure seamless operation within their respective areas.

3. Each centre or area generating waste will also be responsible for procuring necessary
supplies and equipment required for safe handling of biomedical waste within their
respective areas.

4. The current operator of CBWTF will support the transition, ensuring continuity of
services.

5. All Centres/areas/departments must comply with the relevant provisions of the
Biomedical Waste Management Rules, 2016, to ensure safe and regulatory-compliant
waste management practices.

6. This initiative aims to enhance the efficiency and cost-effectiveness of biomedical waste
management within the campus while ensuring full compliance with biomedical waste
regulations. All concerned departments are requested to extend full cooperation to
achieve a smooth transition.
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This decision is to be implemented w.e.f. 17.11.2024. All concerned departments and user
areas are directed to take necessary actions to facilitate a smooth transition and adhere to the
revised protocols in managing biomedical waste within the AIIMS premises.
