3. Age concession to the extent of service rendered in other research projects in ICMR will also be 

admissible for experience and skilled persons.

5. Clear proof of Qualifications, Experience, Caste / Community should be attached. Applications without 

these required attachments shall be rejected.

7. Incomplete application or Application without supportive evidence asked for, shall be summarily 

rejected.
