These applications are only for ‘FIELD VISITS’ and house to house based survey in all states of the country and not for the work at CDER,

AIIMS New Delhi.

1. Purpose of the Appointment: You are being appointed for a contractual role in National Oral Disease Burden Survey as a field worker. The
work requires extensive travel across different states of India. There is no arrangement for returning to Delhi between field visits. Upon

completion of data collection activities in one state, you will be assigned to proceed to the next state as per the duty schedule.

2. Nature of Appointment: This is a temporary, contractual position; initially the period will be up to 31st March 2027, extendable based on
project requirements and availability of funding. Salary will be as per ICMR rules. Performance will be reviewed every 30 days, and the

contract may be terminated with one day's notice if found unsatisfactory.

3. Posting & Travel:

e You will be required to travel and collect data in any part of India as per the needs of the survey. All travel and related expenses, including
accommodation, must initially be borne by the contractual employees and will be reimbursed later on an actual basis, subject to submission
of required documents, applicable rules and approval from the competent authority. Reimbursement may take a few weeks to process. There

is no provision for advance payment for travel, accommodation, or any other related expenses under any circumstances.




You are required on a full-time basis during the active field work of survey phase; this is important for the successful execution of the
project. Any refusal to perform the duty and travel shall be treated as refusal to work and termination of employment. In such cases there will
be no entitlement to salary, reimbursements, experience certificate or other benefits.

Other activity like tuition, coaching, professional practice, consultations either physical or online, paid or charitable shall be strictly banned
during the period of your employment.

During travel, you will be answerable to the assigned team leader.

4. Salary, TA/DA, and Leave:

Salary and other allowances will be as per AIIMS/ICMR/GOI guidelines.

TA/DA for travel during the survey work will be provided as per GOI rules as reimbursement only on filling the required proforma and
attaching the bills and declarations as per Govt. rules. There is no provision of advance for the travel and accommodation etc. in any
case. The amount will only be paid as per actual and as per rules in few weeks.

No additional allowances will be given for any travel days/ field visits.

No leave will be permitted during the days of travel for the survey and active field work and when you are on survey related travel (except
emergency medical conditions).

5. Duties and Responsibilities:

As assigned by the project-in-charge or authority.
Work will involve direct field engagement and data collection in various parts of the country as assigned. Daily and periodic report
submission shall be an essential requirement.

6. Engagement in External Activities:

Engagement in any form of private practice, tuition, coaching, or online classes shall not be permitted during the period of employment. Any
deviations from this shall result in job termination and action as per rules.

7. Termination Clause:

Non-compliance with the terms may result in immediate termination by the employer.
